· Missed Classes: Students may make up a class that is missed as long as it is done within one month. There are no refunds or reductions in tuition for missed classes due to weather or holidays.

I declare that the student(s) is in good health and can participate in dance education classes. · In keeping with the traditions of classical ballet, girls MUST wear their hair fastened securely in a bun on the back of the head for all classes. Pony tails are allowed for classes in the Young Children’s Program. There are practical reasons for this rule. Body alignment is critical in ballet, and the instructor must be able to see the line of a student's body from the head down. Hair not up and off the neck can prevent this. Boys' hair must be neatly combed. Also laces and/or ribbons must be tucked into the shoes. Do not wear jewelry in class (earrings, watches, rings, necklaces, bracelets, etc.). Please leave these items at home!
